Adjective Notes

An adjective is a word that modifies a noun or a pronoun. Adjectives answer which  one, what kind, how many, or how much.

Always label adjectives ADJ.

Adjectives make nouns or pronouns more specific.

Ex.
A squirrel was poised to attack. (which squirrel?)


That squirrel was poised to attack.


The dog is going to bite Mr. Sawyer. (what kind of dog?)


The mangy dog is going to bite Mr. Sawyer.


Students failed the class. (how many?)


Fifty students failed the class.


He gives the students homework. (how much?)


He gives the students much homework.

The following may be used as adjectives.

Proper nouns: 

New York steaks are the best.

Compound words:
Household chores are the worst.

Pronouns:

This worksheet is difficult.




Her cat is an orange tabby.




Which assignment did you complete?




Each student will study hard.

Numbers: 

I have three cats and two dogs.




There are 50 questions on the test.

Possessive Pronouns will always be adjectives. (ex. his, her, my, our, their)

Possessive Nouns will always be adjectives. (ex. Jim’s, Sarah’s, Lufkin’s)


The articles a, an, and the will always be adjectives.
