An adverb is a word that modifies a verb, an adjective, or another adverb.  Adverbs answer where, when, how, or to what extent.
***Most adverbs end in -ly***

There are some adverbs that do not end in -ly, but they still tell where, when, how, or to what extent.

WHERE?


Look everywhere for wildlife.




Wild animals are there.

WHEN?


We frequently camp in the forest.




I sometimes sleep in a tent.

HOW?


I carefully approached the deer.




The animal swiftly and surely jumped over the boulder.

TO WHAT EXTENT?
My sister completely enjoys the experience.




We have almost arrived at the waterfall.
