Nouns: 

An astronomer observes stars and planets.

Pronouns:

He or she watches the night sky.

Verbs: 


They watch asteroids and chart their courses.

Adjectives:

The astronomer’s job is difficult and interesting.

Adverbs:

Now and then, they discover a new comet.

Prep. Phrases:

He looked through the telescope and into space.

Sentences:

Earth has one moon, but Neptune has eight satellites.

Correlative conjunctions are pairs of connecting words.

They are:

both/and


either/or

neither/nor


not only/but also

whether/or

Example:

Both John and Emma own telescopes.

You should study either comets or asteroids.

Neither the sun nor the moon can be classified as a planet.

Not only does John study the Milky Way but also distant galaxies.

Whether you look with a telescope or gaze with the naked eye, the Moon seems mysterious.
